SOME SUGGESTIONS FOR MEASURING... PLEASE READ!
CORRECT, ACCURATE MEASUREMENTS ARE THE MOST IMPORTANT PART OF THE 
PRODUCTION PROCESS.  PLEASE FOLLOW ALL DIRECTIONS VERY CAREFULLY.  

3/4” of clearance from edge of rivet to edge of rivet is required.
Determine where you have the 3/4” necessary clearance and measure from that outermost identified point.

*Example of Frame Placement

Because there is, 3/4” clearance 
between the edge of the rivet row 
and the edge of the bottom rail, 
start your measurement at the 
inside edge of the bottom rail as 
shown.  

Because there is not 3/4” between the edge of the rail 
and edge of the the rivet row, start your measurements 
from the inside edge of the rivet row as pictured.
